• Event Description: Beach2Battleship’s headline event is the iron distance triathlon (2.1

mile swim, 112 mile bike and 26.2 mile run. Beach2Battleship will also execute a half

distance triathlon simultaneously.

• Media: National media buys with Triathlete Magazine are already in place. B2B is currently

securing local media support.

Why Beach2Battleship Matters: This event will bring together thousands of competitors, their

families and friends, as well as area spectators. Participants and spectators will come from

Wilmington, the state of North Carolina and from around the country. National and local media are

already promoting the event. This is Wilmington’s opportunity to showcase all the region has to

offer during a time of year (November) when tourism in the region has slowed.

Aid Station Sponsorship Description: With 10 aid stations on

the bike course and 13 on the run course, there are plenty of

opportunities to get involved and show your support for

Beach2Battleship.

We encourage

people to get creative and make their aid station stand out from

the rest. After the race, competitors will vote on who had the best aid station.

Aid Station Sponsorship Elements:

• Bike course aid stations will require 4 - 5 people broken into shifts throughout the day

• Early shift starting at 7:30am and lasting until approximately 10:45pm

• Run course aid stations will require 8 -10 people broken into shifts throughout the day

• Early shift starting at 10:30am and running until approximately 12am

• Sponsors are allowed to bring any banners, costumes,

music, etc…

• All aid station supplies for the participants (food, water,

tent, tables) will be provided by Beach2Battleship

• Best aid station as voted on by the participants wins a gift

certificate to a local restaurant!
